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Overview
• The E. Howard Clock was erected between 1908-1915 and originally 

located in Scollay Square on Court Street 

• Moved to East Boston to the parking lot of the former Rapino’s Funeral 
Home (and not the original site unlike other landmark clocks) 

• Clock face was damaged around 2010 when it fell from its base and 
has remained inside the building at 9 Chelsea Street since  

• Proposal is to restore the clock to original specifications and re-locate 
the clock to Central Square in East Boston in partnership with East 
Boston Main Streets
