Notice of Intent Narrative

This Notice of Intent (NOI) is submitted pursuant to the requirements of the Massachusetts
Wetlands Protection Act (WPA) (MGL Chapter 131, Section 40) and its implementing
regulations (310 CMR 10.00) and the requirements of the Boston Wetlands Ordinance (BWO)
and associated regulations.

Introduction

CPC Ericsson Street, LLC (the "Proponent”) is requesting that the Boston Conservation
Commission (the “Commission”) issue an Order of Conditions for building demolition activities
(the "Project”) at 6R, 8R & 18R Ericsson Street (the “Project Site”). The purpose of this activity is
to enable future redevelopment of the Project Site (for which a separate NOI will be filed). The
Project will impact approximately 128,200 square feet (sf) of Land Subject to Coastal Storm
Flowage (LSCSF), 29,180 sf of Riverfront Area, 93,700 sf of buffer to Coastal Bank, and 43,230 sf
of locally jurisdictional Waterfront Area.

Project Overview

The Project involves demolition of all on-site buildings and structures, including foundations,
and backfill of the foundation excavations to existing grade in preparation for construction of
the Neponset Wharf project, which will be the subject of a future NOI. Existing asphalt surfaces
and vegetation will remain in place until the next phase of redevelopment. No repair of or
improvement to the existing seawall is proposed as part of this Project, and no in-water work
is currently proposed.

Site Description

The Project Site is located on 3.6 acres of land at the tip of the Port Norfolk Peninsula in
Boston’s Dorchester neighborhood (Figure 1.1). It is bounded to the north by the Neponset
River, to the east by an existing restaurant/function facility (Venezia), to the south and
southeast by existing buildings, including the historic Putnam Nail Company buildings (now
Boston Harbor Distillery), and to the west by Pine Neck Creek. The Project Site is accessible
from Ericsson Street by easements on either side of the Putnam Nail Company building. The
Project Site shoreline comprises a granite block seawall and dumped-stone revetment along
the west and north, transitioning to a sheet-pile bulkhead on the northeast.
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The entire Project Site was first filled and developed for industrial and commercial uses over
100 years ago and has continued to serve water-dependent uses since that time. The Project
Site is occupied by a non-operational recreational boat dealership and four supporting buildings
for marine services, retail, and storage, and associated drives and parking areas.

The US Department of Agriculture (USDA) Soil Service classifies soils within the Project Site as
Urban Land, Wet Substratum, 0 to 3 percent slopes. The majority of the Project Site is
impervious, except for a small, isolated, and overgrown area immediately west of the existing
buildings. The paved surface covering the majority of the Project Site is used seasonally to
store boats and as parking by marina patrons.

The Project Site includes 18 trees with a diameter at breast height (dbh) of greater than six
inches (see Table 1-1 below and Appendix F). Eleven of these are designated as invasive in
Massachusetts by the Massachusetts Invasive Plant Advisory Group (MIPAG), and four are
non-native to this region. All 18 trees are located on the west side of the Project Site, south of
the existing boathouse. Tree removal is not anticipated as part of this Project.

Work Description

Work includes removing all four buildings, which are currently undergoing interior abatement,
and associated appurtenances to ground level; environmental abatement activities (including
removal of three underground storage tanks (USTs); and backfill of any excavations to existing
grade. Utility "Cut & cap” activities were previously completed in 2018.

Building structures will be pulled down into the Project Site by equipment. Foundations will be
broken up with hydraulic jackhammer, debris will be sorted in the location shown on the
attached plan and loaded onto tri-axel dump trucks for export. Foundations closest to Pine
Neck Creek will be saw-cut and debris will be carefully removed using selective demolition
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strategies and equipment to avoid destabilization of the sea wall along Pine Neck Creek.
Foundation footprints will be graded to existing ground level of the area surrounding each
building footprint and backfilled with gravel. The post-demolition condition will include
retention of existing asphalt outside of the existing building footprints, as well as the retention
of existing vegetation, including trees outlined within the attached plans at the western
portion of the Site.

Post-demolition conditions will also continue to maintain and supplement erosion and
sedimentation control measures. Site stabilization measures will include delineating areas
which are not to be disturbed, avoiding disturbance of steep slopes or utilizing stabilization
practices designed for steep slopes, maintaining an undisturbed buffer zone from coastal
waters post-demolition, maintenance and utilization of existing vegetation for stormwater
discharge and to protect surface waters, and use of sediments traps and/or rip rap at outlets
and conveyance channels to control velocity and minimize erosion. These conditions will be
maintained until the next phase of the redevelopment initiates.

An existing paved private easement from Ericsson Street to the Project Site will be maintained
and will serve as primary access to the Project Site throughout the demolition phase.

Project activities are anticipated to begin in Fall 2021 and last approximately three months.

Mitigation Measures

Prior to commencement of building demolition, the following mitigation measures will be in
place (please see Attachment D for location details):

o Construction fencing and erosion and sediment control barriers (9-inch straw wattle) will
be placed along the Limit of Work to minimize impacts to surrounding areas and provide
on-site security.

= Asilt boom will be installed in the water along the Pine Creek sea wall during the duration
of on-site demolition.

= Should any debris fall into the water, the Proponent will have a boat available to recover it.

= On-site catch basins within the Limit of Work and catch basins on the abutting property
and along Ericsson Street will be protected with filter bags.

o Dewatering activities may include pumping with on-site recharging within LSCSF and/or
on-site capture and treatment prior to on-site discharge to existing stormwater
management infrastructure.

= All concrete crushing, rebar removal, corrugated metal cut down and stockpiling/sorting
will take place on an existing concrete foundation as indicated on the Demolition Plan.
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Vehicular access points will include stabilized construction tracking pads with wheel wash
stations as applicable. Tri-axel trucks will be covered and will go through a wheel-wash
station before exiting the site.

Impacts associated with demolition, including noise, dust, and air quality will be closely
monitored and controlled as the existing structures to be demolished are carefully cleared
from the Project Site. Dust from demolition and sorting activities will be controlled by
strategic water spraying.

Water sources will be maintained for fire protection and dust mitigation during building
demolition. A temporary hydrant connection will be brought in from Ericsson Street to the
entrance of Project Site, to be metered by Boston Water and Sewer Commission (BWSC).

= A Construction Waste Management Plan (CWMP) will be developed, and will require a
licensed waste hauler to remove, sort for recycling, and properly dispose of all

construction debris. Construction debris shall be wetted and covered to minimize airborne

dust particles.

= The contractor will be responsible for developing spill mitigation plans and protocols for
storm preparedness procedures considering the proximity to the waterfront.

= The Proponent will have access to an AquaDam water-filled barrier, which may be
deployed prior to a predicted extreme flooding event.

o During the course of the Project, snow will be stockpiled locally on impervious surfaces.
Snow will not be disposed of in waterways.

= Adraft Construction Management Plan (CMP) has been developed outlining these
measures and policies (Attachment E).

Regulatory Compliance
LSCSF

According to 310 CMR 10.04, LSCSF means land subject to any inundation caused by coastal
storms up to and including that caused by the 100-year storm, surge of record or storm of

record, whichever is greater. It is coterminous with the Special Flood Hazard Area defined in
the currently effective or preliminary Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) Flood
Insurance Rate Map (FIRM) or Study. As per FIRM panel 25025C00XXJ, as of March 16, 2016,
portions of the Project Site are located within AE zones with base flood elevations of 11 and
13 feet NAVD88. Approximately 128,200 sf of land within the Project Site is at or below these
elevations. This area is identified as LSCSF in the attached engineering plans (Appendix D).

Neither the Wetlands Regulations at 310 CMR 10.00 nor the regulations promulgated under
the BWO include performance standards for work in LSCSF.
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100-ft Buffer to Coastal Bank

According to 310 CMR 10.30, coastal bank means the seaward face or side of any elevated
landform, other than a coastal dune, which lies at the landward edge of a coastal beach, land
subject to tidal action, or other wetland. Coastal banks are likely to be significant to storm
damage prevention and flood control. Coastal banks that supply sediment to coastal beaches,
coastal dunes and barrier beaches are per se significant to storm damage prevention and
flood control. Coastal banks that, because of their height, provide a buffer to upland areas
from storm waters are significant to storm damage prevention and flood control. The Project
Site is landward of the Coastal Bank and includes approximately 93,700 sf of 100-foot Buffer to
Coastal Bank.

According to the BWO, “the Buffer Zone is presumed important to the protection of the
resource areas because activities undertaken in close proximity to resource areas have a
reasonable probability of adverse impact upon the wetland or other resource, either
immediately, as a consequence of construction, or over time, as a consequence of daily
operation or existence of the activities. These adverse impacts from construction and use can
include, without limitation, erosion, siltation, loss of groundwater recharge, degraded water
quality, loss of wildlife habitat, degradation of wetland plant habitat, alteration of hydrology,
soil contamination, and proliferation of invasive plants.”

Neither the Wetlands Regulations at 310 CMR 10.00 nor the regulations promulgated under
the BWO include performance standards for work in the Buffer to Coastal Bank. The measures
described in Section 1.5 above will be implemented to mitigate impacts to the Buffer Zone.

Riverfront Area

According to 310 CMR 10.58, a riverfront area is the area of land between a river's mean
annual high water line and a parallel line measured horizontally. In tidal rivers, the mean
annual high water line is coincident with the mean high water line determined under 310 CMR
10.23. Riverfront areas are likely to be significant to protect the private or public water supply;
to protect groundwater; to provide flood control; to prevent storm damage; to prevent
pollution; to protect land containing shellfish; to protect wildlife habitat; and to protect the
fisheries. Boston has a 25-foot riverfront area.

As per 310 CMR 10.58(4), General Performance Standard, where the presumption set forth in
370 CMR 10.58(3) is not overcome, the applicant shall prove by a preponderance of the evidence
that there are no practicable and substantially equivalent economic alternatives to the proposed
project with less adverse effects on the interests identified in M.G.L. c.131 § 40 and that the work,
including proposed mitigation, will have no significant adverse impact on the riverfront area to
protect the interests identified in M.G.L. c¢. 137 § 40.310.

(a) Protection of Other Resource Areas. The work shall meet the performance standards for
all other resource areas within the riverfront area, as identified in 310 CMR 10.30 (Coastal
Bank), 10.32 (Salt Marsh), 10.55 (Bordering Vegetated Wetland), and 10.57 (Land Subject to
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Flooding). When work in the riverfront area is also within the buffer zone to another resource
area, the performance standards for the riverfront area shall contribute to the protection of
the interests of M.G.L. c. 131, § 40 in lieu of any additional requirements that might
otherwise be imposed on work in the buffer zone within the riverfront area.

= There is no Coastal Bank, Salt Marsh, Bordering Vegetated Wetlands, or Land Subject to
Flooding (Bordering and Isolated Areas) within the limit of work. The measures identified
in Section 1.5 above will mitigate impacts to the buffer zone to Coastal Bank.

(b) Protection of Rare Species. No project may be permitted within the riverfront area which
will have any adverse effect on specified habitat sites of rare wetland or upland, vertebrate
or invertebrate species, as identified by the procedures established under 310 CMR 10.59 or
10.37, or which will have any adverse effect on vernal pool habitat certified prior to the filing
of the Notice of Intent.

o There are no specified habitat site or rare species on the Project Site.

(c) Practicable and Substantially Equivalent Economic Alternatives. There must be no
practicable and substantially equivalent economic alternative to the proposed project with
less adverse effects on the interests identified in M.G.L. c. 131 § 40.

= As part of a redevelopment, the Project is not subject to this subsection as per 310 CMR
10.58(5)

(d) No Significant Adverse Impact. The work, including proposed mitigation measures, must
have no significant adverse impact on the riverfront area to protect the interests identified in
M.G.L c. 1317, $ 40.

o As part of a redevelopment, the Project is not subject to this subsection as per 310 CMR
10.58(5)

(5) Redevelopment Within Previously Developed Riverfront Areas; Restoration and Mitigation.
Notwithstanding the provisions of 310 CMR 10.58(4)(c) and (d), the issuing authority may allow
work to redevelop a previously developed riverfront area, provided the proposed work improves
existing conditions. Redevelopment means replacement, rehabilitation or expansion of existing
structures, improvement of existing roads, or reuse of degraded or previously developed areas. A
previously developed riverfront area contains areas degraded prior to August 7, 1996 by
impervious surfaces from existing structures or pavement, absence of topsoil, junkyards, or
abandoned dumping grounds. Work to redevelop previously developed riverfront areas shall
conform to the following criteria:

(a) At a minimum, proposed work shall result in an improvement over existing conditions of
the capacity of the riverfront area to protect the interests identified in M.G.L. c. 137 § 40.
When a lot is previously developed but no portion of the riverfront area is degraded, the
requirements of 310 CMR 10.58(4) shall be met.
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o All areas within the Projects limit of work are previously degraded. While demolition itself
will not necessarily improve the capacity of the Riverfront Area to protect the interests of
the WPA, subsequent work (to be reviewed under a future NOI), will be designed to effect
such improvements.

(b) Stormwater management is provided according to standards established by the
Department.

o The Project complies with the Stormwater Management Standards to the maximum extent
practicable as described in Section 1.6.5 below.

(c) Within 200 foot riverfront areas, proposed work shall not be located closer to the river
than existing conditions or 100 feet, whichever is less, or not closer than existing conditions
within 25 foot riverfront areas, except in accordance with 3710 CMR 10.58(5)(f) or (g).

= The Project proposes to demolish existing buildings, and therefore is in compliance with
this subsection.

(d) Proposed work, including expansion of existing structures, shall be located outside the
riverfront area or toward the riverfront area boundary and away from the river, except in
accordance with 310 CMR 10.58(5)(f) or (g).

= The Project does not propose any new or expanded structures.

(e) The area of proposed work shall not exceed the amount of degraded area, provided that
the proposed work may alter up to 10% if the degraded area is less than 10% of the
riverfront area, except in accordance with 310 CMR 10.58(5)(f) or (g).

= All work will take place within existing degraded areas.

() When an applicant proposes restoration on-site of degraded riverfront area, alteration
may be allowed notwithstanding the criteria of 310 CMR 10.58(5)(c), (d), and (e) at a ratio in
square feet of at least 1:1 of restored area to area of alteration not conforming to the
criteria. Areas immediately along the river shall be selected for restoration. Alteration not
conforming to the criteria shall begin at the riverfront area boundary.

= The Project involves demolition only and does not propose restoration of degraded
riverfront area.

(g) When an applicant proposes mitigation either on-site or in the riverfront area within the
same general area of the river basin, alteration may be allowed notwithstanding the criteria
of 3710 CMR 10.58(5)(c), (d), or (e) at a ratio in square feet of at least 2:1 of mitigation area to
area of alteration not conforming to the criteria or an equivalent level of environmental
protection where square footage is not a relevant measure. Alteration not conforming to the
criteria shall begin at the riverfront area boundary. Mitigation may include off-site
restoration of riverfront areas, conservation restrictions under M.G.L. c. 184, §§ 31 through 33
to preserve undisturbed riverfront areas that could be otherwise altered under 310 CMR
10.00, the purchase of development rights within the riverfront area, the restoration of
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bordering vegetated wetland, projects to remedy an existing adverse impact on the interests
identified in M.G.L. c. 131, § 40 for which the applicant is not legally responsible, or similar
activities undertaken voluntarily by the applicant which will support a determination by the
issuing authority of no significant adverse impact. Preference shall be given to potential
mitigation projects, if any, identified in a River Basin Plan approved by the Secretary of the

Executive Office of Energy and Environmental Affairs.

o The Project involves demolition only and does not propose mitigation for the degraded
riverfront area.

(h) The issuing authority shall include a continuing condition in the Certificate of
Compliance for projects under 310 CMR 10.58(5)(f) or (g) prohibiting further alteration
within the restoration or mitigation area, except as may be required to maintain the area in
its restored or mitigated condition. Prior to requesting the issuance of the Certificate of
Compliance, the applicant shall demonstrate the restoration or mitigation has been
successfully completed for at least two growing seasons.

= The Project involves demolition only and does not propose restoration of or mitigation for

the degraded riverfront area.

The Project consists of building demolition only. Portions of the existing buildings and
infrastructure to be demolished are located within the previously developed Riverfront Area,
therefore activity in this area cannot be avoided. Proposed mitigation of temporary impacts
during the demolition period is described in Section 1.5 above. The Project, including the
proposed mitigation measures, has no significant adverse impacts on the Riverfront Area.

Waterfront Area

The BWO defines the Waterfront Area as “The portion of the buffer zone which extends
twenty-five (25) feet horizontally from the edge of the following wetland resource areas:

= Any coastal beach, dune, bank, tidal flats, rocky intertidal shores, salt marshes or land
containing shellfish; or

= Any inland bank, lake, pond, intermittent stream, brook, creek or riverfront area.”

The BWO notes that “The Commission therefore may require that any person filing an
application (hereinafter, the Applicant) restore or maintain a strip of continuous, undisturbed
or restored vegetative cover or waterfront public access throughout the Waterfront Area,
unless the Commission determines, based on adequate evidence, that the area or part of it
may be altered without harm to the values of the resource areas protected by the Ordinance.
Such disturbed areas must be minimized to the greatest extent possible.” Regulations for the
Waterfront Area have not yet been promulgated.

The Project Site contains both coastal bank and riverfront area, therefore a 50-foot Waterfront

Area has been delineated. The entire Waterfront Area is previously disturbed. Approximately
29,180 sf of this area will be temporarily impacted during demolition. The development
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project, which will be reviewed under a future NOI, will ultimately provide new vegetation and
public access within the Waterfront Area.

Massachusetts Stormwater Management Standards

According to MassDEP's 1996 Stormwater Policy, and as codified in 310 CMR 10.05(6)(k),
stormwater runoff from all industrial, commercial, institutional, office, residential and
transportation projects including site preparation, construction and redevelopment, and all
point source stormwater discharges from said projects, shall be managed according to the
Stormwater Management Standards.

The Project has been designed to meet the Stormwater Standards as described below:

1. No new stormwater conveyances (e.g. outfalls) may discharge untreated stormwater directly
to or cause erosion in wetlands or waters of the Commonwealth.

= The demolition activities have been planned to maintain the existing drainage patterns
and infrastructure and will not result in any new untreated discharges.

2. Stormwater management systems shall be designed so that post-development peak
discharge rates do not exceed pre-development peak discharge rates. This Standard may be
waived for discharges to land subject to coastal storm flowage as defined in 310 CMR 10.04.

s The demolition activities have been planned to maintain the existing drainage patterns
and infrastructure and will not result in any increase of peak flows.

3. Loss of annual recharge to groundwater shall be eliminated or minimized through the use of
infiltration measures including environmentally sensitive site design, low impact
development techniques, stormwater best management practices, and good operation and
maintenance. At a minimum, the annual recharge from the post-development site shall
approximate the annual recharge from pre-development conditions based on soil type. This
Standard is met when the stormwater management system is designed to infiltrate the
required recharge volume as determined in accordance with the Massachusetts Stormwater
Handbook.

o The Project involves demolition of all on-site buildings and structures, including
foundations, and backfill of the foundation excavations to existing grade in preparation for
construction of the Neponset Wharf project. Some additional recharge will be realized
within the existing building footprints that will be backfilled with gravel.

4. Stormwater management systems shall be designed to remove 80% of the average annual
post-construction load of Total Suspended Solids (TSS).

o The Project includes building demolition only and does not include construction of a
stormwater management system.

5. For land uses with higher potential pollutant loads, source control and pollution prevention
shall be implemented in accordance with the Massachusetts Stormwater Handbook to
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eliminate or reduce the discharge of stormwater runoff from such land uses to the maximum
extent practicable. If through source control and/or pollution prevention all land uses with
higher potential pollutant loads cannot be completely protected from exposure to rain, snow,
snow melt, and stormwater runoff, the proponent shall use the specific structural stormwater
BMPs determined by the Department to be suitable for such uses as provided in the
Massachusetts Stormwater Handbook. Stormwater discharges from land uses with higher
potential pollutant loads shall also comply with the requirements of the Massachusetts Clean
Waters Act, M.G.L. c. 21, §§ 26-53 and the regulations promulgated thereunder at 314 CMR
3.00, 314 CMR 4.00 and 314 CMR 5.00.

The Project includes building demolition only. It does not meet the definition of a LUHPPL.

Stormwater discharges within the Zone Il or Interim Wellhead Protection Area of a public
water supply, and stormwater discharges near or to any other critical area, require the use of
the specific source control and pollution prevention measures and the specific structural
stormwater best management practices determined by the Department to be suitable for
managing discharges to such areas, as provided in the Massachusetts Stormwater
Handbook. A discharge is near a critical area if there is a strong likelihood of a significant
impact occurring to said area, taking into account site-specific factors. Stormwater
discharges to Outstanding Resource Waters and Special Resource Waters shall be removed
and set back from the receiving water or wetland and receive the highest and best practical
method of treatment. A “storm water discharge” as defined in 314 CMR 3.04(2)(a)1 or (b) to
an Outstanding Resource Water or Special Resource Water shall comply with 314 CMR 3.00
and 314 CMR 4.00. Stormwater discharges to a Zone | or Zone A are prohibited unless
essential to the operation of a public water supply.

The Project Site is located across Pine Neck Creek from Tenean Beach, a bathing beach.
The erosion & sedimentation measures described in Section 1.5 above are designed to
protect such critical areas during the limited demolition period.

A redevelopment project is required to meet the following Stormwater Management
Standards only to the maximum extent practicable: Standard 2, Standard 3, and the
pretreatment and structural best management practice requirements of Standards 4, 5, and
6. Existing stormwater discharges shall comply with Standard 1 only to the maximum extent
practicable. A redevelopment project shall also comply with all other requirements of the
Stormwater Management Standards and improve existing conditions.

The Project comprises the demolition phase of a future redevelopment.

A plan to control construction-related impacts including erosion, sedimentation and other
pollutant sources during construction and land disturbance activities (construction period
erosion, sedimentation, and pollution prevention plan) shall be developed and implemented.

The proposed demolition project will provide construction period erosion and
sedimentation controls as shown on the Erosion and Sedimentation Control Plan — Sheet C
1.0 included with this application. Erosion and sedimentation control measures include a
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proposed construction vehicle wheel wash, silt sack protection for stormwater inlets,
perimeter straw wattle protection and a turbidity curtain for work adjacent to Pine Neck
Creek. Additionally, areas outside of the building footprints will remain undisturbed as
existing pavement or vegetation to minimize disturbance and to stabilize the site. A draft
Construction Management Plan (CMP) is included as Attachment E.

9. A long-term operation and maintenance plan shall be developed and implemented to
ensure that stormwater management systems function as designed.

Neponset River Estuary Area of Critical Environmental Concern (ACEC)

The Neponset River Estuary was designated as an Area of Critical Environmental Concern
(ACEC) in 1995, and a Resource Management Plan (RMP) was approved by the Executive Office
of Energy and Environmental Affairs (EEA) Secretary on May 5, 1996. The Project Site is within
the reach called the lower Neponset River Estuary, which is identified as that portion of the
ACEC most suitable for the continuation of water-dependent recreational uses, which the
redevelopment of the Project Site will provide. The extent of the ACEC on the Project Site
includes the approximate area within 100 feet of the shoreline, as depicted on Figure 3. When
site enabling activities are conducted in compliance with an Order of Conditions (OOC), they
are not further restricted by the designation of the ACEC.

The project is located at 24 Ericsson Street in the Neponset/Port Norfolk neighborhood of Boston.
The proposed development will consist of an approximately 146,00 square-foot mixed use
development including a residential, commercial and community space. The project also includes the
reconstruction of the marine and resilient coastal landscaping.

Street Occupancies

The work zone does not impact any City of Boston right of way. Trucks will access the site via
Ericsson Street and Port Norfolk Street. This is the only right of way needed for the duration of

construction.

Perimeter Protection/Public Safety

The contractor will work to ensure the staging areas minimize impact to pedestrian and vehicular
flow. Secure fencing and barricades will be used to isolate construction areas from pedestrian traffic
around the site. In addition, sidewalk areas and walkways near construction activities will be well
marked to protect pedestrians and ensure their safety. Proper signage as required by BTD will be

installed and regularly updated as site conditions change during the construction process.

Safety on Site

All subcontractors working on site shall provide and maintain all safety measures, procedures, and
documentation as required by governing agencies. The jobsite will be enclosed by temporary fencing.
Prior to the start of work by any subcontractor a Hazardous Risk Assessment Plan is reviewed.
During this review all potential hazardous work requirements and the safety plans required to
mitigate these risks are confirmed. Construction procedures will be designed to meet all
Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) safety standards for specific site
construction activities. With the support of The Contractor, all subcontractors will implement and
manage their own Health and Safety program for the project. All site personnel will be subject to
follow the safety orientation and identification guidelines and processes established by The

Contractor.

Access to the site for emergency vehicles will be maintained at all times with a dedicated and marked
point of access. All other site points of access will be maintained for a secondary access as needed.
The proposed site logistic and traffic plans are designed to isolate the construction while providing

safe access for pedestrians and automobiles during normal day to day activities and emergencies.

Signage and Distribution of Information

Signage will direct pedestrians around the site as well as direct truck traffic and deliveries. Proper
signage will be placed at every corner of the site as well as in those areas that may be confusing to
pedestrians and automobile traffic. Construction and regulatory signage shall be provided as shown
on the CMP.

The construction site shall have a sign installed that shall list the name of construction
company/general contractor, and their contact information including the phone number. This sign

shall be clearly visible to enable the public to call with any questions or concerns.

The Contractor recognizes the challenges of building construction in an urban setting and the
importance of responding to the needs of adjacent businesses and residents.

As appropriate, The Contractor has coordinated construction activities with the City of Boston and

other on-going construction projects in the area to help minimize the impacts to the community.

NFPA 241 Construction Fire Safety Plan

Fire hazards and safety during construction are typically addressed in construction management
plans. As such, NFPA 241 Construction Fire Safety Plans are now required to be submitted to the
Boston Fire Department prior to construction. As appropriate, The Contractor will submit NFPA

241 plans to the Boston Fire Department.

Material Handling/Construction Waste

The Contractor will take an active role regarding the processing and recycling of construction waste
and will have in-place a Construction Waste Management Plan (CWMP) for the project. The CWMP
will require The Contractor to contract with a licensed waste hauler that has off-site sorting
capabilities. All construction debris will be taken off site by the waste hauler, sorted as either
recycled debris or waste debris and sent to the proper recycling center or waste facility.

Construction debris shall be wetted and covered to minimize air born dust particles.

During site development activities, it is anticipated that on-site refueling of machinery will be
required. The site contractor will obtain the necessary onsite refueling permit prior to commencing
site development activities. Fuel will likely be needed for temporary heat on the interior of the
buildings and/or the exterior facade and the appropriate permits/inspections will be obtained from

the plumbing inspector and fire department.

Dumpster Location and Loading

Dumpsters will be located within the construction staging area. Dumpsters will be secured with
odor and dust control measures and will have proper Fire Department permits. Dumpster pick-ups

to be done during normal construction hours and will avoid peak traffic periods.

Loading and unloading of the dumpsters will take place with-in the proposed fence areas.

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Emergency Vehicle Access

Access to the site for emergency vehicles will be maintained at all times. The proposed staging plan
1s designed to isolate the construction while providing safe access for pedestrians and automobiles

during normal day to day activities and emergencies.

All construction material delivery trucks will be loaded and unloaded inside the construction fence
throughout the course of the project. Trucks and equipment will follow the designated truck route
and be staged at the designated areas on the CMP.

Utility Connections

There will be multiple utility connections on this project, most utilities will be located onsite. All
utility connections will require coordination with each respective utility company and the City of
Boston Engineering Department and Boston Water and Sewer Commission. Road closures and street
opening permits will be submitted for approval accordingly prior to the start of each task. All right-
of-way utility work will conform to the City of Boston’s utility standards and moratorium dates

respectfully and as indicated per City of Boston.

Truck Movements During Construction

Trucks are needed for material removal and delivery from and to the site as the project proceeds.
Truck traffic related to this construction site shall vary considerably throughout the construction

period.

Development is expected to generate an average of 10 trucks per day for a majority of the

construction with the peak being 18 trucks per day.

Truck activity is expected to be uniformly distributed throughout the work day. Thus, an
anticipated average of 10 trucks per day to the site translates to approximately 1 - 2 trucks per hour

if distributed over an eight-hour work day.

Trucks coming to and from the site are required to use major arterial roadways or highways and not

local streets. The selection of proposed truck routes is based on the following criteria:

B Minimizing truck activity in the residential neighborhoods;

B Designating specific roads where trucks are permitted; and

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B  Providing access to and from the major arteries (e.g. Interstate 93, 90)

A detailed Truck Routing Plan is shown on Sheet 13 and the individual truck maneuvers for

entering and exiting the site are shown on Sheets 11 and 12 of the attached CMP.

Construction Worker and Staff Parking

Any personal vehicles will be restricted from parking at or around the construction site so as to
reduce the impact to residential parking. Due to the proximity of public transit systems, employees

will be encouraged to use the MBTA as well as carpooling. Subcontractor parking will be.

Street Cleaning

Street cleaning will take place daily or as required (see dust control and snow removal sections below

for more information).

Dust Control

Construction activities generate fugitive dust that will result in localized increases in airborne
particulate levels. To reduce emissions of fugitive dust and minimize impacts on the local

environment, strictly enforced mitigation measures will be employed, including:

B Wetting agents will be used regularly to control and suppress dust that may come from
construction activities.

B  Trucks used for the transportation of construction debris will be covered before exiting the
project site.

B Streets and sidewalks will be cleaned regularly using mechanical street sweepers to
minimize accumulations.

B Trucks tires shall be hosed down prior to entering public streets.

Snow Removal

The Contractor shall be responsible for removing snow from all public sidewalk and temporary
pedestrian routes affected by their work. This will be done daily and continuously to ensure that all
sidewalks are clear of snow and ice. Under no condition will the removed snow be disposed of on

public property.

Add: Snow from landside areas may not be plowed or otherwise
deposited into the waters of the Neponset River or Pine Neck Creek or
adjacent coastal beaches or banks. Snow must be stockpiled on
paved surfaces that direct melted snow water to catch basins. Deicing

allow for their migration into wetland resource areas.
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Rodent Control

The City of Boston has declared that the infestation of rodents in the City is a problem. In order to
control this infestation, the City enforces the requirements established under the Massachusetts
State Sanitary Code, Chapter 11, 105 CMR 410.550 and the State Building Code, Section 108.6.
Policy Number 87-4 (City of Boston) established that extermination of rodents shall be required for

issuance of permits for demolition, excavation, foundation and basement rehabilitation.

The Contractor will implement a rodent control program to be administered by a licensed pest
control contractor. Rodent control measures will be in-place prior to, during, and following
construction activities. The program will include performance of extermination and control
procedures on a bi-weekly basis, and the placement of tamper resistant bait boxes around the

perimeter of the site.

Noise and Odor Control

A significant effort will be made to minimize the noise impact of the Project’s construction activities.

Mitigation measures to be undertaken will include:

B Using mufflers on equipment and ongoing maintenance of intake and exhaust mufflers.

B Use of low sulfur fuels.

B Using less noisy specific construction operations and techniques where feasible (e.g., mixing
concrete off-site instead of on-site.)

B Scheduling equipment operations to keep average levels low, to synchronize noisiest
operations with times of highest ambient levels, and to maintain relatively uniform noise
levels.

B Turning off idling equipment.

m  Utilize saw-cutting methods in lieu of jack hammering where feasible.

m  Use of a tower crane for structure erection will reduce street noise associated with truck-

mounted equipment.

On-site Dewatering

Site dewatering is expected to be limited and will be in accordance with the applicable stormwater
pollution prevention plan (SWPPP) or National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES)
requirements for sedimentation control. Groundwater levels will be monitored during the

construction process.
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A 24-hour emergency contact list will be provided to all parties involved in the project prior to start

of construction and maintained throughout construction.
